The design team from N. John
Cunzolo Associates from Pitts-
burgh, headed by Richard Jaynes
with principle architect Jeff Krill,
has provided plans for a facility
that will servethe |lUP community
for many years to come.

The design calls for the complete
renovation of thepresent Cogswell
Hall, as well as new construction
that will add approximately 15,000
sguare feet of spaceto thefacility.

A few of the mgjor changes are:

* Themusiclibrary will be
moved to the first floor to provide
for easier access and improved se-
curity,

* A designated music edu-
cation room with spacefor storage
and movement,

* A musicthesater rehearsal
room with equal stage space to

Fisher Auditorium,

» Five designated piano
practice rooms,

* Thirty general purpose
practice rooms,

* A percussion suitewith
multi-sized practices rooms and
ensemble rehearsal,

* New rehearsal spacefor
instrumental (4000 sg. ft.), choral
(2000 sq. ft.), and jazz (1000 sq.
ft.) ensembles.

Construction is scheduled to be-
gin in the summer of 2004, with
April 2005 being the completion
date. During the construction
phase, Gordon Hall will be the
primary home of the music de-
partment.

The Music Department Facility
Committee hasworked tirelessly
throughthis5-year project, bring-
ing their unique experience and
perspective to this collaborative
effort.

It was 16 yearsago that the current
MusicLibrary wascreated by reno-
vating the third floor of Cogswell
Hall. Wenow look forward to the
major renovationof theentirebuild-
ing and moving into anew facility
ontheground floor twoyearsfrom
now. Accordingtothemost recent
plans, the Music Library will in-
clude acommons areathat will be
an easily accessible and comfort-
ablespacefor study and other uses.
Therewill also bealistening area,
offices, workroom, and a seminar
room.

We planto house our collectionon

new compact shelving to accom-
modate growth. We also plan ex-
tensivenetwork dropsand wireless
technology to provide access to
Internet resources. We envision
theseminar roomtobeastateof the
art classroom for small classes
(twelve or fewer people), for li-
brary instruction, andalsofor group
study when available.

Two years ago we began to update
our audio equipment. We have
been able to purchase new head-
phoneamplifiers, particularly tobe
used with turntables. These were
custom-built for music library use
and their soundismuch better than
our previous amplifiers. We have
al so been ableto purchasetwo new
CD Recorder/Players. They can
producehigh-speed dubsfromCDs,
and can also make CD copiesfrom
analog mediasuch ascassettetapes
or vinyl records.

We now have four computers for
public use, to check e-mail, to
search internet resources, or use
any of the many databases pro-
vided by the libraries. Using a
portion of the technology funds,
thelUP Librariesnow subscribeto
the International Index of Music
Periodicals Full Text (IIMP-FT),
which contains citations to more
than 400 international music peri-
odicalsfrom over 20 countriesand
with over 60 full text titles. IMP
Full Text aso contains retrospec-
tive coverage dating back to 1874.

The Tender Land was fol-
lowed in February of 2003 by Cole
Porter's classic Kiss Me Kate in
Fisher Auditorium with Dr. Gary
Bird conducting.

This season featured the return of
one of Gilbert & Sullivan's most
memorable hits — The Mikado. In
fact, some of the cast members in
this production were former high
school students of original Mikado
cast members from the 1992 pro-
duction! It was well received, and
many members of the audience re-
membered the '92 production and
outstanding performances in that
cast of Lee Rickard, Michael
Gregurich, Julie Stoneberg, and
Kristy Cavalier, among many oth-
ers. This semester features acham-
ber musical by William Finn, A New
Brain, inthrust configuration inthe
Waller mainspace. For those of you
who were in Hair in 1990, Dr. Gary
Bird will again conduct the pit high
atop a platform over the unit set.
