In addition, they will respond
to another classmates' posts. Students will upload reflective writing assignments via a learning management system along with a
plagiarism software. Rubrics will be provided prior to turning in writing assignments. Lastly, for outcome 1, students will create a
presentation that describes theoretical approaches used and practiced throughout the practicum experience.

Outcome 3, students will submit a culminating final project and share it with classmates. A rubric will be provided prior to turning in
the project.

Lastly, individualized meetings will be scheduled via video conference throughout the semester.

A learning management system along with a plagiarism software will be utilized. Materials will be posted weekly along with resources
and announcements. Students will communicate in the Discussion forum with each other as well as the instructor based on the
assignment. Video conferencing will be used during interactive sessions and presentations. A telecommunications software may be
used for conferences with students and the instructor during the semester. This will allow for individualized feedback. The course

is designed so that students can meet virtually and create connections.

Student achievement will be evaluated through written work and presentations. Rubrics for each of the assignments will be provided
to the students. In addition, the culminating project will have a rubric. Students will also be evaluated on their Discussion Posts.
