He also reported that two IUP Athletics
resolutions are to be presented at the public meeting.

ATHLETIC RESOLUTION OF COMMENDATION FOR KAITLYN BEERS

A motion is recommended for approval of this resolution for Kaitlyn Beers,
based on her accomplishments.

The resolution reads as follows:

WHEREAS, IUP softball graduate student Kaitlyn Beers earned first team
CoSIDA Academic All-America honors and became the program’s all-time
leader in home runs during the 2021 season;

WHEREAS, the CoSIDA Academic All-America teams recognize the nation’s
top student-athletes for their combined performances, athletically and in the
classroom;

WHEREAS, Ms. Beers earned her master’s degree in criminology this past
spring, graduating with a 3.66 grade point average;

WHEREAS, Ms. Beers broke IUP’s record for career home runs with her 29th
on April 19 in a game against Millersville;
