· Agreed to allow students who enroll in CHSS 281 The World You Inherit: Power, Privilege and Purpose in the Modern Human Experience during the 07-08 AY to count the course as a Liberal Studies Elective by completing a Petition for Exception to an LS Requirement form. This is an interdisciplinary course intended as a pilot for first year students.
C. 06-34   JRNL 466 Community Journalism, new course and distance education.  On a Kostelnik/McCombie motion, the proposal was provisionally approved.  Before the proposal is signed the following items need to be fixed:  Make sure the syllabus of record has an attendance policy and that the DE syllabus does not.  Make sure that the catalog descriptions match in both.  The committee suggested that the wording of the first sentence in the revised catalog description be changed to: “Emphasizes practical knowledge and skills in identifying, covering, and writing professionally about community issues and events including local government, public affairs, the courts and breaking news.”  That the objective one should be divided into two objectives and that the activities associated with each objective be removed from the syllabus of record and be placed with the information about how each objective will be addressed.
D. 06-39   PSYC 310 Developmental Psychology, distance education.  On a Hannibal/McCombie motion this proposal was approved for one semester only due to the need to revise the syllabus of record.
