Notes on the
Repertory
DIVERSION OF ANGELS (1948)
Diversion of Angels, originally titled Wilder-
ness Stair, premiered at the Palmer Audito-
rium of Connecticut College on August 13, 
1948. The title, as well as a set piece de-
signed by Isamu Noguchi suggestive of des-
ert terrain, was discarded after the first per-
formance, and the dance was reconceived 
as a plotless ballet. Diversion of Angels is set 
to a romantic score by Norman Dello Joio 
and takes its themes from the infinite as-
pects of love. The Couple in Red embodies 
romantic love and “the ecstasy of the con-
traction”; the Couple in White, mature love; 
and the Couple in Yellow, a flirtatious and 
adolescent love. 

Martha Graham recalled that when she first 
saw the work of the modern artist Wassily 
Kandinsky, she was astonished by his use of 
color, a bold slash of red across a blue back-
ground. She determined to make a dance 
that would express this. Diversion of Angels 
is that dance, and the Girl in Red, dashing 
across the stage, is the streak of red paint 
bisecting the Kandinsky canvas.

LAMENTATION VARIATIONS (2007)
The Lamentation Variations is an event that 
was originally conceived to commemorate 
the anniversary of 9/11. It was premiered 
on that date in 2007. The work opens with 
a film from the early 1940s of Martha Gra-
ham. We see her dancing movements from 
her then new, and now iconic, solo, Lamen-
tation. The variations were developed under 
specific creative conditions. Each choreog-
rapher was asked to create a spontaneous 
choreographic sketch of their reaction to 
the Graham film, and was required to ad-
here to the following conditions: 10 hours of 
rehearsal, public domain music or silence, 
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basic costumes and lighting design. Though 
it was planned to be performed on only one 
occasion, the audience reception for the 
Lamentation Variations was such that it has 
been added to the permanent repertory of 
the Martha Graham Dance Company.

ERRAND INTO THE MAZE (1947)
Errand into the Maze premiered in 1947 
with a score by Gian Carlo Menotti, and 
set design by Isamu Noguchi and starring 
Martha Graham.  The duet is loosely de-
rived from the myth of Theseus, who jour-
neys into the labyrinth to confront the Mi-
notaur, a creature who is half man and half 
beast.  Martha Graham retells the tale from 
the perspective of Ariadne, who descends 
into the labyrinth to conquer the Minotaur.  
The current production of Errand into the 
Maze was created in reaction to the dam-
age done to the sets and costumes by Hur-
ricane Sandy. This version, stripped of the 
classic production elements, is meant to in-
tensify our focus on the dramatic, physical 
journey of the choreography itself. 

ECHO (2014)
The work is inspired by the Greek myth of 
Narcissus and Echo but does not retell their 
story.  Narcissus and his reflection, Echo 
and her multiple voices, the impossibili-
ty of love and the vanity of beauty — these 
themes are explored in a complex and viv-
id dance vocabulary that aims to create an 
emotional landscape.

About Martha 
Graham
Martha Graham has had a deep and lasting 
impact on American art and culture. She sin-
gle-handedly defined contemporary dance 
as a uniquely American art form, which the 
nation has in turn shared with the world. 
Crossing artistic boundaries, she collaborat-
ed with and commissioned work from the 
leading visual artists, musicians, and design-
ers of her day, including sculptor Isamu No-
guchi and composers Aaron Copland, Samu-
el Barber, and Gian Carlo Menotti.

Graham’s groundbreaking style grew from 
her experimentation with the elemental 
movements of contraction and release. By 
focusing on the basic activities of the hu-
man form, she enlivened the body with raw, 
electric emotion. The sharp, angular, and di-
rect movements of her technique were a 
dramatic departure from the predominant 
style of the time.

Graham influenced generations of chore-
ographers that included Merce Cunning-
ham, Paul Taylor, and Twyla Tharp, alter-
ing the scope of dance. Classical ballet 
dancers Margot Fonteyn, Rudolf Nureyev, 
and Mikhail Baryshnikov sought her out to 
broaden their artistry. Artists of all genres 
were eager to study and work with Gra-
ham—she taught actors including Bette 
Davis, Kirk Douglas, Madonna, Liza Minel-
li, Gregory Peck, Tony Randall, Eli Wallach, 
Anne Jackson, and Joanne Woodward to uti-
lize their bodies as expressive instruments.

During her long and illustrious career, Gra-
ham created 181 dance compositions. Dur-
ing the Bicentennial she was granted the 
United States’ highest civilian honor, The 
Medal of Freedom. In 1998, TIME Magazine 
named her the “Dancer of the Century.” 
The first dancer to perform at the White 
House and to act as a cultural ambassador 
abroad, she captured the spirit of a nation. 
“No artist is ahead of his time,” she said. 
“He is his time. It is just that the others are 
behind the time.”

About the Company
The Martha Graham Dance Company has 
been a leader in the development of con-
temporary dance since its founding in 1926. 
Informed by the expansive vision of its pio-
neering founder, the Company has expand-
ed contemporary dance’s vocabulary with 
masterpieces such as Appalachian Spring, 
Lamentation, and Chronicle, rooted in so-
cial, political, psychological, and sexual 
contexts.

Today, the Company continues to foster 
Graham’s spirit of ingenuity. It embraces a 
new vision that showcases classics by Gra-
ham, her contemporaries and their succes-
sors alongside newly commissioned works. 
The Company is actively working to create 
new platforms for contemporary dance and 
multiple points of access for audiences.

Biographies
JANET EILBER (Artistic Director) has been the 
Company’s artistic director since 2005. Her 
direction has focused on creating new forms 
of audience access to Martha Graham’s mas-
terworks. These initiatives include design-
ing contextual programming, educational and 
community partnerships, use of new media, 
commissions and creative events such as the 
Lamentation Variations and Prelude and Re-
volt. Earlier in her career, as a principal danc-
er with the Martha Graham Dance Company, 
Ms. Eilber worked closely with Martha Gra-
ham. She danced many of Graham’s great-
est roles, had roles created for her by Gra-
ham, and was directed by Graham in most of 
the major roles of the repertory. She soloed 
at the White House, was partnered by Rudolf 
Nureyev, starred in three segments of Dance 
in America, and has since taught, lectured, 
and directed Graham ballets internationally. 
Apart from her work with Graham, Ms. Eilber 
has performed in films, on television, and on 
Broadway directed by such greats as Agnes 
deMille and Bob Fosse and has received four 
Lester Horton Awards for her reconstruction 
and performance of seminal American mod-
ern dance. She has served as Director of Arts 
Education for the Dana Foundation, guiding 
the Foundation’s support for Teaching Artist 
training and contributing regularly to its arts 
education publications. Ms. Eilber is a Trust-

ee Emeritus of the Interlochen Center for the 
Arts. She is married to screenwriter/director 
John Warren, with whom she has two daugh-
ters, Madeline and Eva.

DENISE VALE (Senior Artistic Associate) joined 
the Martha Graham Dance Company in 1985, 
attaining the rank of principal dancer. Roles 
performed include the Pioneering Woman in 
Appalachian Spring, Woman in White in Di-
version of Angels, Chorus Leader in Night 
Journey, Chorus in Cave of the Heart, the At-
tendant in Hérodiade, Leader in the 1980s 
reconstruction of “Steps in the Street”, and 
Night Chant, a ballet created for Ms. Vale by 
Martha Graham in 1989. Graham solos per-
formed include Lamentation, Frontier, Satyric 
Festival Song, and Serenata Morisca.

TADEJ BRDNIK (Principal) began his career 
in Slovenia, joining the Company in 1996. He 
has danced with Baryshnikov’s White Oak 
Dance Project, Robert Wilson, Battery Dance 
Company, among others and in works by 
Maurice Béjart, Nacho Duato, Lucinda Childs, 
Yvonne Rainer, Susan Stroman, Anne Bog-
art, Doug Varone, Andonis Foniadakis, Larry 
Keigwin, and others. He teaches internation-
ally, at the Graham School and for “Danc-
ing to Connect.” He is a former director of 
Teens@Graham and Education Director for 
the Downtown Dance Festival. He is a Man-
ager of Special Projects at the Martha Gra-
ham Dance Company and owner of smART-
concierge. He is a recipient of The Benetton 
Dance Award and the Eugene Loring Award.

PEIJU CHIEN-POTT (Principal) joined the 
Company in 2011 and performs lead roles in 
Graham’s iconic repertory, such as Chroni-
cle, Errand into the Maze, Cave of the Heart, 
as well as in new contemporary works. Ms. 
Chien-Pott received a B.F.A. from Taipei Na-
tional University of the Arts and was a Merce 
Cunningham Studio scholar. She has danced 
with Taipei Royal Ballet, Taipei Crossover 
Dance Company, Buglisi Dance Theatre, Ko-
rhan Basaran Artists, Morphoses and Nimbus 
Dance Works, directed by her husband Samu-
el Pott. Ms. Chien-Pott was honored with the 
Positano Premia La Danza - Léonide Massine 
2014 for “Most Outstanding Female Dancer 
on the Contemporary Scene.”

LLOYD KNIGHT (Principal) joined the Compa-
ny in 2005 and performs leading roles in Ap-
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offering noncredit private lessons, ensembles, and 
classes to students of all ages and levels of experience.
