II  The minutes of the October 16, 2001 meeting were approved on a Sadler/Numan motion with the following changes:

A. III.A. corrected to read, “ request for new college prefixes and cross-listings was denied and proposer was asked to cross-list such courses.”

B. III. C corrected to read, “ APSCUF executive committee recommendations regarding NURS 281 will be forwarded to Liberal Studies for further review.”

C. Footnote regarding liberal studies actions held pending UWUCC approval of program revision was erroneously omitted.

III Co-Chair’s report

A. The Chair noted that discussion still continues about College prefixes. Amidst discussion about the use of a prefix by the College of Humanities and Social Sciences for Honors courses, it was suggested that either HNRC prefixes or MULT prefixes that appear on a list of approved prefixes could be used. More investigation remains to be done on the latter suggestion. 

B. The co-chair noted that all Distance Education proposals go to the Senate for information only.

C. 01-28c ANTH 456 Ethnographic Research Methods, title change & catalog description change (was Field Research Methods). Approved on a Putirka/Echeverria motion. 

D. 01-13 B.S. in General Studies, program revision. Returned with the following recommendations: a) provide cover sheet; b) remove reference to education (twice)from the current catalog description; c) replace the words “Home Economics”in the proposed catalog description with Family and Consumer Sciences; d) address concerns about the placement of education in the General Area of Study rather than under the Special Interest Area; e) address concerns about the intent and strengths of the rationale; f) address concerns about the implication of not opening these courses up to all students.

E. 01-31a, 01-31b, 01-31c, 01-31d, 01-32, Distance Education Proposals. Two general recommendations were made for all proposals: a) a request that all proposers briefly address the first four questions listed on the cover sheet; b) a request that the syllabus of record be provided so a comparison could be made between traditional and distance education methods of delivery. 

a) 01-31a MGMT 300 Human Resource Management, distance education. Recommended that the proposer look at the following: a) discrepancy between the course description and the course catalog; b) the incorrect title; c) lack of prerequisites; d) incorrect grade scale

b) 01-31b MGMT 310 Principles of Management, distance education. Recommended that the proposer look at the following: a) incorrect catalog description; b) providing a more professional sample.

c) 01-31c MGMT 330 Productions and Operations Management, distance education. Recommended that the proposer look at the following: a) incorrect prerequisites; b) the need to include orientation of students concerning use of software in the course; c) various typographical errors.

d) 01-31d MGMT 495 Business Policy, distance education. Recommended that the proposer look at the following: a) prerequisite not listed; b) a word change in the course description

e) 01-31e ENGL101 College Writing, distance education. Recommended that the proposer provide a syllabus.
