Minutes from September 28 and October 12 were approved on a Zoni/Hanson motion with one correction noted for 9/28 minutes: Type II approval rather than Type III for NURS 334. 

Action: 

Dr. Giever presented CRIM 306 as an example of his style and methods for teaching a writing course and responded to questions from the committee. On a Zoni/Wilson motion, Dr. Dennis Giever was approved as a Type I Writing Professor. 

On a Swinker/Soni motion, Dr. Charles Rosenblum was approved to teach ARHI 413 Senior Seminar as writing intensive for the Spring 2001 semester only. 

Discussion: 

Discussed LBST 499 Body Image, Weight Management, & Disordered Eating proposal from Dr. Susan Dahlheimer. Action was deferred until several issues are clarified or addressed: 1) FDNT 475/LBST 499) is proposed as not only as cross-listed but dual listed. What guarantees are there that at least 15 seats can be reserved for students taking the course as LBST 499? What mechanisms are in place to insure that students do not take FDNT 475 as an elective for the major and then repeat the course as an LBST 499 in a subsequent semester? In what ways do you envision meeting the needs of three distinct groups of students in one section -FNDT majors, non-majors, and graduate students? 2) Consider changing the title to one that sounds less "clinical" -suggest looking at typical readings on publicity statement for some ideas, for example, "Love the Body You Were Born With"; 3) Required textbooks appear to be more appropriate for the FDNT major -consider adding some of the non-textbook readings identified on the publicity page as required readings and review the list of required texts to insure that are appropriate for a person with no background in the major. 4) Provide the committee with enrollment information (major and grad or undergrad) during the summers it has been offered as 481/581 5) Liberal Studies Committee cannot approve the FDNT 475 part as this constitutes a new FDNT course, so it will need to be submitted to the college curriculum and undergraduate curriculum for review as a new course. 

Brief discussion on RN proposal from Nursing & Allied Health Professions. Mary Swinker (chair H&HS College Curriculum Committee) informed that committee that the proposal is being submitted as a new track rather than as a program revision. This change eliminates the need for the department to secure letters of support or acknowledgement from the departments involved in the undergraduate curriculum for the regular unlicensed student. The department will need to submit the new tract to the Liberal Studies Committee for approval of the Liberal Studies component. 

Discussed GEOG 261 Geography of Wine proposed by Dr. Robert Sechrist as a new course for the Liberal Studies elective category. There were a number of issues raised including: 1) attendance policy -is there another way to state the expectation? 2) will there be consumption of alcohol or not? 3) if consumption of alcohol is not required, explain the prerequisite for verifiable proof of being 21 years or older; 4) how will non-drinkers be handled -will there be planned alternative assignments? 5) the variety identification quiz -does this involve tasting or just visual recognition? 6) suggest talking to Jeff Miller about the HRIM course that deals with some of these same issues related to alcohol -suggestions made before the HRIM course was finally approved by the undergraduate curriculum committee.7) would like to further explore your approach to including minorities and women in the course -it appears that their inclusion is limited to their role as laborers. Will invite Dr. Sechrist to the 11/9 meeting to discuss the course and respond to our questions. 

Discussed the "syllabus of record" and the need to have final approved copies forwarded from the Liberal Studies office and the Undergraduate Curriculum Committee so that departments have a final copy on file for future use. Suggestion will be forwarded to Undergraduate Curriculum Committee.
