Met with Dr. Carranza and Dr. Dugan about their idea for a "freshman experience" proposal. They are interested in using the current LNRC 150, 160 and 170 or a combination of these courses ( 1, 2 or all 3) to design a common experience for all Freshman. The proposal will be a pilot and they are attempting to work with some specific colleges on the idea. They ask for Liberal Studies support for this proposal in the way of allowing 3 credits of LS elective for students who complete all three of the "course modules". Discussion will continue at 4/26 meeting. 

Discussed the Honor's College program revision and HNRC 202 Honor's Core IV. Proposers answered questions about content, equivalent credit and sequencing. It appears that substituting HNRC 202 for social science credits or non-lab sciences will not work out precisely for every college. The course can be taken after HNRC 1 and HNRC II during the Sophomore year. It is intended to be considered equivalent to PSYC 101 if and when the Psych unit is chosen. This core is not intended to serve as meeting the non-western requirement and it is not intended to be a substitute or equivalent of ANTH 110. Primarily because of sequencing issues, it was recommended that the core be renamed to HNRC 202 Honors Core: Sciences. Approved on a Zoni/Gresh motion with majority support and one abstention. 

HNRC 499 Honors Synthesis-Dr Goebel agreed to include "permission of instructor" on the 

prerequisite line to allow the occasional non-honors college student who meets the QPA criteria to enroll in a section. Approved on a Carter/Feldman motion (6-yes; 2-no; 0-abs.) at the 4/12 meeting pending this revision. 

GEOS 121 -Physical Geology -on a Swinker/Zoni motion approved request from the 

Geoscience dept to remove course from the list of non-lab science courses. 

. GEOG 261 -Geography of Wine -on a Feldman/Hanson motion approved the revised course description and prerequisite
