Reviewed revisions to Dr. Jennifer Roberts Type I writing proposal. Approved Dr. Roberts for Type I Professor commitment status on a Zoni/Wilson motion. 
Reviewed changes to the Liberal Studies component for the Bachelor of Arts -General Anthropology Track.. The word "required" found after MATH 217 can be deleted. Liberal Studies Electives -change AN to ANTH. Request that Sociology department be notified that SOC 151 will no longer be the recommended Social Science course. Approved on a Zoni/Feldman motion. 
Reviewed changes to the Liberal Studies component for the Bachelor of Arts -Applied Anthropology Track.. Request that Sociology department be notified that SOC 15 1 will no longer be the recommended Social Science course. Approved on a Wilson/Zoni motion. 
Reviewed ANTH 430 Anthropology of Food. Discussed the following concerns that will be 

communicated to the proposer: 
1) rationale for a 400 level course seems to be the plan for dual level 
2) objectives seem to be low level for a 400 level course and especially if planned as dual level 
3) provide more evidence of non-western content throughout topical outline 
4) questions raised about how some content/activities will be used in support of non-western focus, i.e. local grocery store scavenger hunt, McDonalds, poverty in contemporary USA, Strip District field trip 
5) role of women and minorities is addressed on page 11 (LS questionnaire), but is not explicit in the topical outline 
6) bibliography -needs reviewed for adequate readings on non-western cultures; needs reviewed for referencing style consistent with the discipline. 

7) Consider adding Esquivel, Laura Like Water for Chocolate in bibliography 
8) Liberal Studies checklist II was not completed 


Discussed issues that need included in a survey being designed to identify problem areas with the LS curriculum: 

-foreign language as a requirement (inconsistent across program even within colleges) 
-need for public speaking course 
-are diversity issues being incorporated in LS courses 
-is there still a need to require COSC 101 for many majors 
-Math requirements changed for Education majors -now need 6 credits 
-non-western -revisit intent/heed 
-need for flexibility among LS categories 
-college writing/research writing -need/effectiveness/other strategies 
-information literacy as a common need
