Meeting called to order at 3:15 p.m.
Minutes from February 6 were approved on a Mannikka/Wilson motion.
Distributed a revised agenda – added program revisions that were received after LSC packets were distributed.
M. Sadler reported on the meeting with Provost Staszkiewicz and communicated his support of LS plans for curriculum revision. He agreed with the plan to bring in a consultant, Dr Jerry Gaff.  He agreed to pay for a 5 person team to go to the Ashville Institute if we are approved ($ 5800.00); he asked about the possibility of bringing the Institute personnel to campus for a week long curriculum workshop. This possibility will be investigated.
Report on conversation with consultant, Dr Jerry Gaff; he is willing to serve as a consultant to us throughout the curriculum revision process.  Discussed a 2 day visit to campus where he would have some general open meetings with faculty, meet with the LSC and administrators at the cost of $ 2500.00. He encouraged us to consider attending the Asheville Institute in June. The proposal deadline is March 15th. 

Distributed copies of the AACU national panel report, “Greater Expectations: A New Vision for Learning as a Nation Goes to College”. Will get copies of the AACU publication, Strong Foundations: Twelve principles for effective general education programs for any LSC member that wishes to have a copy.  M Sadler has a copy that can be loaned. 
Asked that persons interested in attending the AACU conference in Philadelphia February 27th- March1st, let M Sadler know ASAP. 
Report from M Sadler that Dr. Tom Ault addressed LCS concerns about LBST 499 Classical Italy: A Study Tour.
Approved Liberal Studies revisions for the following programs:
BS Management/Entrepreneurship and Small Business Management on a Swinker/Mannikka motion;

BS Management/ Operations Management Track on a Myers/Swinker motion;

BS Management/General Management Track on a Myers/Swinker motion.

It is noted that the current footnotes for all 3 programs that reference 62 credits of non-business courses will need to change to 60 credits of non-business courses. Program changes were approved with this minor recommendation.

BS Fashion Merchandising on a Wilson/Young motion (Swinker abstaining).
BS Education of Exceptional Children on a Warman/Swinker motion.
BS Education Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology (electronic vote on 2/14).
BS Geology/Geology Track on a Young/Wilson motion.
BS Geology/Environmental Track on a Young/Wilson motion.
BA English/Pre-law on a Swinker/Myers motion and amendment by Myers.
BA Journalism on a Dively/Swinker motion. 
BA French on a Young/Mannikka motion.
BA French for International Trade on a Wilson/Mannikka motion.
BA German on a Mannikka/Myers motion.
BS Education – Chemistry on a Myers/Swinker motion.
Discussed the rule for LS Electives that “at least one course must be numbered 200 level or higher”. This issue was raised during deliberations about the 120 credit conversion; it was decided at the time to wait until departments advanced proposals to see if compliance with the rule would be a problem. As anticipated, the problem has surfaced. For programs that eliminate all LSE’s or choose just one course e.g. MATH 124, this rule becomes difficult to enforce. In light of the 120 credit mandate and since revision of the LS curriculum is underway, it was decided to waive this rule for now.
Tabled the following proposals until questions can be addressed by proposer:
BS Child Development and Family Relations,

BS Education Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology (minor clarification needed - will conduct electronic vote)

BS Chemistry; BA Chemistry; BS Chemistry Pre-Medicine Concentration; BA Chemistry Pre-Medicine Concentration. It is noted that the pre-medicine concentrations are footnotes under the degree programs and therefore should not be sent as separate proposals.
