Meeting called to order at 3:15 p.m.
Minutes from February 13 meeting were approved on a Mannikka/Wilson motion.
Revised agenda distributed via email prior to meeting– added program revisions that were received after LSC packets were distributed.
M. Sadler reported on the Ashville Institute; we would be permitted to include more than 5 people, but at additional expense (1160/person). 
Approved Liberal Studies revisions for the following programs:
BA Theater approved on a Wilson/Young motion.
Met with Vaughn Clay to determine LS changes to the following programs: BA Art History Track, BFA Studio, BA Studio, and BS in Education – Art Education. Recommend the following changes: 

1. BS in Education – Art Education: change number of LS credits to 48, omit words “counted in major” beside Fine Arts, identify LS Electives as 0, eliminate later reference to ARHI 205 since it is clearly specified in the LS section, eliminate footnote (1), and change total credits to 125. 

2. BA Art History Track: change LS credits to 50, show mathematics 3 cr and LS Electives at 6 credits and include the statement no courses with ARHI prefix, change free electives to 13 cr., change program title to reflect that it is a Track.
3. BFA Studio: include mathematics: 3 cr., specify that Option I in Natural Science is recommended, specify 3 cr of LS Electives, eleimiante reference to ARHI 205 and 207 under Art History requirements (if LS portion is 48cr, then the additional credits need to be at 72 cr., suggest moving ART 400 nad Advance Studio electives to precede the Studio Emphasis Options. 
4. BA Studio: add mathematics 3 cr. and identify LS Electives at 3 cr, major should be 57 cr, eliminate reference to ARHI 205 and 207 under art history requirements (note ARHI 207 has not been approved by LSC or UWUCC, so cannot give final approval until this course is approved at both committees.  
For all 4 programs, make sure that the current program as shown is an exact replica of the current catalog copy. 

M. Sadler agreed to do editing with the LS portion if a disk is provided.

BS Child Development and Family Relations (recommended eliminating the 4 math courses specified and just indicate Mathematics: 3 cr.) approved on a Wilson/Mannikka motion.
BS Communications Media (recommended identifying minimum math requirement of 3 cr and eliminating the range for free electives) provisionally approved on a Mannikka/Swinker motion – (amended by Myers to include deletion of the range for free electives) pending electronic vote of majority (Wilson abstained).
BS Chemistry; BA Chemistry provisionally approved on a Swinker/Wilson motion pending electronic vote of majority.

Reviewed proposals from Economics dept – noticed that rationale for changes in the math course was not provided. Also need to check to insure that the BA Economics/Math proposals from both the Math dept and Econ dept are the same. 

Chemistry course proposals tabled until next meeting.
LS synthesis assessment materials – tabled.
