120 credit mandate: further discussed the implications/feasibility of the 3 options: reduce LS Electives by 4 credits; reduce LS Electives by 6 credits; reduce LS electives by 3 credits and allow departments to find the 4th credit from their program requirements. Mary Sadler reported on meetings with APSCUF President and vice-president, Senate Chair and UWUCC chair; and the Academic Provost related to these three ideas.  Given this feedback and further discussion, committee decided to eliminate the 3rd option.

On a Pickering/Young motion decided to forward two recommendations to the Academic Council for response: Reduce LS Elective category by 4 credits; Reduce LS Elective category by 6 credits.  

 A report to the Academic Council will be prepared including justification, advantages and disadvantages of both. The remainder of committee time was spent identifying the specifics for the report to Academic Council. Mary Sadler agreed to send a draft for LSC members to read and critique before advancing to Academic Council.
