Minutes from the November 20, 2003 meeting were approved on a Wilson/Zoni motion with the following corrections: delete Larry Feldman’s name from present and add Yaw Asamoah to the list of those present.
Approved LBST 499 proposal, Bonnie Yank and Jennie Reb: Discovering Women in the American Civil War, Dr. Theresa McDevitt on a Rearick/Feldman motion with the following recommendations 1). change prefixes to LBST on syllabus; 2.) course objective #1 - begin the objective with the verb, "synthesize" and move the clause "through... with others"  to the end of the objective; 3.) Grading scale -- F should have the symbol for "less than"; 4.) Attendance policy: 2 nd paragraph was somewhat unclear and suggest some re-wording, "Class handouts will be distributed in class only once; if you miss receiving a handout, you may see me during office hours or make a copy from a classmate's handout. 4th paragraph: second sentence raised questions as to "which assignments will no be accepted late?" Suggest: If an assignment is submitted after the due date, 2 points will be deducted for each day that it is late. This policy is enforced for all students unless you have made prior arrangements with instructor.:

5th paragraph Last sentence: The instructor reserves the right to give an
alternate form of evaluation for any student who receives permission to make-up a missed exam or class presentation; 5.) Publicity statement:  last sentence --we think the word you mean is
"built", rather than build.
