With regret, accepted the resignation of Barbara Blackledge; for the college of Fine Arts a one semester vacancy exists.  

Minutes from 9/30 approved on a Wilson/Zoni motion. 
Discussed the request to add Mr. Michael Korns, Industrial and Labor Relations, to the LBST 499 syllabus, The World of Work with Mr. Korns and Dr. Piper. On a Wilson/Collins motion, approved adding Mr. Michael Korns to the LBST 499 syllabus, The World of Work. 
Reviewed the Type I proposal from Dr. Eric Rubenstein (PHIL 420).  Action on the proposal was deferred and the following information is requested from the proposer:

1) senate approved catalog description and course objectives, 2) a brief explanation of the connection between the catalog description and the course overview as it appears in the proposal, 3) on the Writing Summary Chart, the total number of assignments is 14 rather than 16, 4) attention to a minor editorial on page 2 (ask – direct), 5) criteria for grading written assignments, sample explanation provided to students or a sample grading rubric. 
Shared concerns that were raised by two Senators regarding the BS Nursing /LPN track; one Senator objected to the program not requiring the Health and Wellness course for these students, and the other Senator objected to the language, “fulfilled by the major” and cautioned that this phrase could lead to a misinterpretation.
