Minutes from the following meetings were approved: 10/14 on a Wilson/Deutschlander motion; 10/28 on a Deutschlander/Wilson motion, and 11/4 on a Hoffsommer/Young motion.

Discussed revisions to the Type II proposal submitted by Sally McCombie. On a Young/Getz motion approved FCSE 350 Teaching Family Life Education as a Type II department writing course. 
Discussed Type III proposal, ENGL 460 Topics in Film, from Dr. Tom Slater. This course is intended to be taught as a linked course with RLST 481 Special Topics taught by Dr Joel Mlecko. The following suggestions for revision were offered: 1) need to include the senate approved catalog description and prerequisites in the syllabus, 2) request using the syllabus of record format outlined in the UWUCC handbook – the format makes the proposal review process more efficient and helps to organize the syllabus content for clarity,  3) request that a writing summary be included in the proposal as described in the directions on the cover sheet [see I], 4) since revision is a required component in /w/ courses, suggest that the revision of at least one writing assignment be required rather than an option; 5) consider that a large percentage of the grade (40%) is related to the responses to readings and film, which are not designed to be revised, 5) separate attendance policy from class participation as these are two separate issues, 6) use more definitive language in the Grading Scale section to avoid any misperception on the students’ part, 7) for students who choose to do a film and journal rather than the research project, what opportunities for faculty feedback and revision are in place, 8) amend the percentages on the summary chart, 9) the number of required in-class film notes is not specified (except on the chart that is for the LSC use and will not be part of the student syllabus). No action taken.
