On a Barnacle/Mannikka motion approved Dr Chandler’s proposal ASIA 200 Introduction to Asian Studies for Non-western and Liberal Studies Elective categories. 
Discussed the Interdisciplinary Fine Arts program revision and the Interdisciplinary Fine Arts - Dance Track proposal and provided feedback about how best to specify the LS requirements for this track and the new tracks that are in the design phase of development. 
Discussed MUHI 102 Music and Literature Survey, a course revision designed by Matt Baumer (music) and Ron Shafer (English), that proposes to fulfill FA credit for all FA majors and Humanities literature credit for Music Ed majors only. Sadler distributed a note from Gail Berlin indicating that the proposal was not signed off by the English dept and Dean of Humanities and Social Sciences.  In light of the concerns about students needing this course in the fall, the LSC recommends offering it as a MUHI 281 Music and Survey Literature for the fall while the course revision proceeds through the approval process. Students enrolled in the fall should be informed that the LSC agrees to allow this course to substitute as FA credit for all FA majors and humanities literature credit for Music Ed majors.
