Minutes from 10-13-05 meeting were approved on a Wilson/Wacker motion.  

Reviewed PNAF 131 Introduction to Pan African Studies submitted as a Type I writing proposal from Dr. Stanford Mukasa. On a Barnacle/Zoni motion gave provisional approval pending receipt of the proposal with the following revisions: 1) summary chart and assignments do not match,  2)summary chart needs to reflect the total numbers of pages of writing, 3) clarify the number of references students are expected to use on the Class Assignment paper, 4) refer to IUP plagiarism definition and sanctions in the IUP academic Integrity Policy, 50 use the approved catalog description in the syllabus, 6) note that there is a final exam week in the course syllabus, 7) include an attendance policy, 8) is part of syllabus missing? - numbering system in syllabus starts with 1-3, then jumps to 7, 9) edits to 3. F, 10) some assignments are missing in the list 3 A-F, and 11) spell check for some typos in the syllabus.   J. Myers abstained since he arrived after deliberations began.

Reviewed LBST 499 The Mayas: Culture, Literature and Numbers proposal from Drs.  Alarcon and Rodriquez. On a Zoni/Swinker motion gave provisional approval pending receipt of a revised syllabus that addresses: 1) use syllabus of record format, 2) write the course objectives in behavioral language that lends itself to assessment, 3) include a final exam week and attendance policy, and 4) add prerequisite of 73 credits.  J. Myers abstained since he signed off on the proposal as Assistant Dept. Chair for Mathematics.
On a Wilson/Coccarelli motion approved Dr. Ian Duckles Type I writing professor request on the basis of his sample proposal PHIL 326 Phenomenology and Existentialism.

M. Sadler provided an update on the Liberal Studies revision activities.   

Discussed issues related to the existing approval process for writing across the curriculum and strategies that would enhance this component of the LS program.
