On a Knickelbein/Hughes motion the LSC approved the 11-16-06 minutes with some editorial corrections. 
Dr. Erika Davis Frenzel presented the revisions she made to the Type I proposal as a result of feedback from the LSC. The following issues remained unresolved to the satisfaction of the committee and they asked for clarification for the syllabus of record: 1) page 2, tenth line from the bottom, change the word fell to feel, 2) page 2 under #2, sixth line down, check sentence for missing words, 3) corrections to the Summary Chart for writing Assignments include, total # of assignments should be 21; total # of pages should be 26-28 (not counting the rough draft and final paper twice); 4) opportunity for revision should indicate that the final paper is not revised once it is turned in, 5) what is the criteria for grading the annotated bibliography – on content, on appropriateness of the literature, and/or on writing skills? 

Provided that the preceding items are revised in the proposal, on an Asamoah/Coccarelli motion the LSC approved Type I writing status for Dr. Davis Frenzel. 
On a Zoni/Wacker motion the LSC approved the LS component for the BA in Asian Studies program. 

Concerning the questions posed at the previous meeting, the committee considered the written response from Dr. Delmastro about the request to allow students who take BIOL 281 Introduction to Forensic Biology & Investigation to count this course as a non-lab science. Following discussion, on a Asamoah/Myers motion the LSC agreed to permit students who enroll to count this course as fulfilling a non-lab science requirement, by completing the Petition for Exception to a Liberal Studies Requirement form.
