She stated the November topic will be housing and dining changes on campus. Lisa also announced the SGA sponsored the prize for the 4th place Homecoming float. Several members of SGA will be attending the Leadership Conference to be held November 3rd and 4th and later in November there will be a Strategic Planning Retreat.
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New Business
Former Chair Hall had invited Mr. Jimmy Myers, Director of the Office of Social Equity and Civic Engagement to address our group and explain the role of his position and members of his office. He identified the following four main responsibilities of his office as follows:

· Social Equity

· Affirmative Action Compliance

· Diversity Activities

· Civic Engagement

Under the category of Civic Engagement, he identified eight proficiencies to address the question, “Who will an IUP student be at graduation?” Those eight proficiency areas are as follows:

1. Communication Skills

2. Critical Thinkers

3. Prepared for Work

4. Moral Reasoning

5. Citizenship Skills

6. Diversity Skills

7. Life in a Global Society

8. Broad Breadth of Interests

Mr. Myers said he is in the process of identifying members of the public sector, such as the Chamber of Commerce and small business, to involve our students to help meet these proficiencies.

Mr. Myers also mentioned the University Diversity Counsel will include 5 faculty members, 6 students, and 5 members of the Indiana community. This counsel will serve as an advisory body to President Atwater.

Committee member Heather Powers asked if our committee should be more involved in the Liberal Studies Revision process. Dr. Luckey suggested that we invited Dr. Mary Sadler to attend one of our meetings.
