CHAIR'S REPORT 
G. Wilson announced that there is still uncertainty as to the official committee roster. We must assume that the student, Tracey Brown, will not be on the committee, and no additional students have as yet been identified. Neither has there been a replacement for Kathy Barton. In addition, the Rules Committee has directed that the Provost cannot assign a designee— that the provost is the member. The former interpretation that the UWUCC has been operating under (for several years at least)—that the provost may select a designee—has been rejected by the Rules Committee. Therefore, R. Camp has been instructed by the Provost not to attend until this matter is straightened out. J. Kuzneski wishes the UWUCC to go on record as stressing the importance of having a member from management/administration involved in the curriculum processes of the committee.

G. Wilson distributed the final corrected pages of the proposal. Since she has not yet heard from Journalism, action will be held until the next meeting. 
D. BA in French for International Trade, program revision (98-8) 
J. Orife will review with the department another time to fine-tune the changes that had been suggested. He will make sure that they add the 25% rule and that they decide if they really do want to list the LS math requirement as 105. They may, but will have to go back to Liberal Studies for official approval. Otherwise, they need to change the 105 reference everywhere it appears (5 references to 105). 
E. 
BS in Geology, program revision (98-23a-d) 
The following observations were made:

1. The major should read as 44 credits, p.2: the required courses (35) and controlled electives (9) go together. 
2. GS121 with lab and GS 131 with lab should read as GS 121/122 and GS 131/132.
3. GS380: The catalogue title and proposal title are different. 
4. There is no letter from the Liberal Studies Committee about approval. 
5. GE340 is now GS343, same title. 
6. GE417 should be titled, Technical Issues in GIs. 
7. There are two typos: On pages 4 and 8 under "Current Program," two words are run together-"permission/in." On pages 5 and 9, 2nd paragraph in each, “as overview” should read "an overview." 
8. For GS336, 337, and 338, p. 15, What does “and/or” mean under prerequisites? 
A note of clarification by J. Kuzneski: a notation, such as "var-3sh" means that the clock 
hours may vary, not the credits.
