APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The November 10 minutes were approved on a Best/Sadler motion. 
CHAIR'S REPORT 
Co-chair Wilson reported that last meeting the UWUCC formally accepted the Honors College Report which had approved an LS499 course-Mass Media & American Society; Dr. Leidman. However, the Communications Media Department had never accepted this course as one designated as HC. Following a discussion, it was the consensus of the UWUCC that it was against accepted procedure to skip the approval of the department in such cases, regardless of the approval of the Honors College Committee and that this report would be held from Senate Agenda until the issue could be addressed as required. 
The November 23 meeting is cancelled given that there is no agenda to consider. The next meeting is December 8. 

ITEMS FOR REVIEWIPOSSIBLE ACTION: (for approval) 

A. The following Liberal Studies Report was approved as submitted: 
1. 
TH347, Playwriting, Mr. Ed Simpson approved as a Type III writing course (specific course, specific instructor). 

2. 
AN480, Anthropology Seminar, approved as a Type II department writing course. 

3. 
HP344, Adapted Physical Education, changed from Type III approval 
(specific course, specific instructor to a Type II department writing course. 
The UWUCC discussed the following topic presented by LCC for clarification: 

4. In cases where an existing department course is submitted to Liberal Studies For consideration as a "writing intensive course," can we (Liberal Studies Committee) ask the department/proposer to add or refine a course objective that reflects writing as an objective without the course having to go through the entire curriculum process? 
It was the consensus of the UWUCC that a course objective change is a course revision and requires adherence to the procedure outlined for a course revision. 
B. BS in Education, Chemistry, program revision (98-29). 
All questions and recommendations from the UWUCC had been addressed by the proposer. A G. Sechrist/J. Kuzneski motion approved the program revision. The vote was 10 yes; 1 abstention. 
C. BS in Communications Media, program revision (98-10a-nn). 
Co-chair Myers reminded that all questions and recommendations had been addressed with the exception of those issues related to the Journalism Department. These he reviewed and explained as follows: 
1. 
Concern over JNlO5--had been addressed and settled. 

2. 
Claim that CM403, Broadcast News Writing was an overlap with a journalism course, Writing and Reporting--The proposer had not received feedback from the Journalism Department despite making several changes and requesting further response. 

3. 
Request from Journalism for list of Journalism courses typically taken in the 21 hours outside CM--the list was provided. 

4. 
Claim that CM205 overlaps with JN491 and P. Heilman's request that a condition be made that only CM majors take this course--condition was added. 

5. 
Claim that CM470 and JN423 shared a too-similar title--CM changed title to Management Practices in Electronic Communications. 

6. 
Claim that CM330 moves into the print area and therefore overlaps with JN courses; asked that parenthetical statement be removed--CM removed it. 

7. 
Claim that CM441 overlaps with JN327/427. CM reminds that the change was no more than a number change and course description revision, that the course remains as it was formally designed. Journalism still makes the claim--CM therefore chooses to pull this course as a course revision and advance it with the full proposal only as a course number change from CM44 1 to CM340. 

The CM program revision proposal was approved on a Kuzneski/Sadler motion. The vote was 10 yes; 1 abstention. Let the record show that Senator G. Wilson as a member of the CM Department registered the abstention.
