C. Sechrist will be going to Executive Committee of APSCUF as Myers’ substitute.  Needs replacement for 4/6 meeting. Sechrist report: 

1. Concern raised about needing information concerning the number of credits changed in program revisions.

2. Graduate committee brought up concerns about deans chairing on college committees.

3. Question raised about offering special topics courses more than three times.

D. Still don't have a representative to this committee from the COB.  APSUF is working on a replacement for the most recent appointment from that college.

B. Honors College Committee Report:

C. Communications Media request for undergraduate number change in dual-level course with approved graduate course: CM 401 changed to CM 408/508. Myers/Tannous motion to approve passed.

D. Sidebar concerning better facilitation of checking for previously used course numbers: suggestion to put another checkoff on cover sheet for departments to check with the Registrar on course numbers proposed. 

E. B.S. in Management Information Systems

1. 23a: B.S. in Management Information Systems, program revision

a. Difficulty still understanding the rationale for 126 credits.  QP215 is considered a non-business course (Catalog, p. 47) making 63 business course credits as required, 3 non-business course credits required (QP 215), matching another 63 credits of non-business courses.

b. Bottom of p. 3, parenthesis should close after “hours”

2. 23d: IM 455 Data Warehousing & Mining, new course

3. 23e: IM 485 Seminar: IS Current Topics, new course

4. Sechrist/Weiner motion to approve this proposal passed.

F. Department of Sociology

1. 3: SO 451 Disability and Society, new course

a. Check on copyright dates of texts.  A bit out-dated given the considerable changes in disability laws in the last decade.

b. Course objectives: need to be re-written as course objectives rather than course description.

c. Syllabus of record formats not according to UWUCC format (p. 23 in “green book.”).  Seems to be the syllabus of the instructor rather than a syllabus of record. Needs to be revised to fit format.

d. Pg. 2: needs more complete bibliography in item # 2 & to eliminate the graduate requirements in this proposal.

e. No grading scale offered in this syllabus or record. Only offered in appendix towards the end for grad students only.

f. Pg. 3 policies at top of page shouldn’t be in syllabus of record.

g. P. 3-5: Class outline needs to be according to syllabus of record: remove dates and specific references to pages and texts.  Outline schedule by weeks or days, not dates.

h. Need to eliminate 4 pages after page 5 in proposal.

2. Other proposals to be reviewed at next meeting.
