A. Liberal Studies still needs to approve the General Studies B.A.

B. Registrar said that it would be acceptable to cross-list courses that have different numbers. However, he was more concerned whether the courses in question (Modern Hebrew versus Biblical Hebrew) were different. The Religious Studies department had indicated that they simply wanted the prerequisites to count for both.

C. Nicholas Kolb reported that the old certificates proposals he had would not fit some department’s needs. His proposal was geared more towards adult students as a marketing tool. He suggested a streamlined process to be used for B.A. approvals so that the certificate would appear on transcripts. The Provost was going to check with other SSHE schools to see whether they had a model we could use.
