a) Regarding the foreign language requirement of 02-103 – BS in Education – English Education. Such classes are not remedial because they are 100 level courses and because students may not have had a language prior to enrolment at IUP. Cannot state that these courses count towards a degree for other students and not for these students. Either make the requirement 6 foreign language credits or remove some course within the major requirements. Recommend that the proposer ask the college to pass it this way for now and consider a revision of the language requirement. 

b) MIS removed 18 credit minor

c) The following additional note should be included in the approval of 02-108a. For SPAN 230 and SPAN 404, SPAN 221 becomes SPAN 220. In the course descriptions for SPAN 222 and 223, the words “same as SPAN 221” and “substitutes for SPAN 221” change to the same with “SPAN 220.”
