I. Call to Order:  3:18 PM

II.  
Approval of Minutes from September 23 Curriculum Committee Meeting

The Minutes from September 23 were amended and approved on a Peterson/Martin motion with the following changes:  Peterson was listed as “excused” and the spelling of Carranza’s name was corrected.

III. Co-Chairs Report

Sechrist reported that the Art Department had requested some additional changes to the catalog description and to a footnote for the BFA that have been forwarded to the Senate agenda.  These changes were submitted in time for last week’s UWUCC meeting, but didn’t get acted upon by the UWUCC.  The changes revolved around the expectation that BFA students maintain a 2.5, overall, and a grade of “C” or better in their Art and Art History courses.  The question arose as to whether “maintain” means that students need to achieve this QPA in every semester in order to qualify for graduation or whether students will need to achieve that QPA in order to continue enrolling in any coursework within the program.  The UWUCC assumed that it was the former and we suggest changing maintain to achieve.  Dr. Sechrist will confirm this with the Art Department representatives.  The motion to approve this change, pending clarification and the word change, was approved on a Scandrett/Peterson motion with Matsubara abstaining.

Staszkiewicz mentioned that the Council of Trustees gave tentative approval to these Art/Studio  program revisions, pending passage of the programs by the University Senate.   

Sechrist shared the practice of the Graduate Committee sending out copies of its minutes to Representative Council and others asked if this was something the UWUCC should be doing as well.  It was decided that the UWUCC secretary would make the corrected minutes available on the Senate website and then communicate their availability and the appropriate URL to the Academic Council and place the URL on the docket that goes to Representative Council.

Liberal Studies report:  
Sadler reported that Tawny Holm, Religious Studies Department, received approval for Type I Writing Professor status.

VI.       03-18 SOC 269 Sociology of Deviance: 

It was reported that the Sociology Department has requested a letter of support from the Psychology Department but that the letter has not yet been received.  Although it had not been previously reported to the proposer it was decided that the objectives should be phrased more as outcomes and that a greater variety of verbs be used.  Sechrist indicated she’ll communicate that to Dr. Chang.  While the Department has clarified the attendance policy a bit, there is still confusion over whether the Department wants this COURSE to have a mandatory attendance or whether the expected INSTRUCTOR will have a mandatory attendance policy.  The UWUCC assumes that the Department really does not expect that anyone teaching the course will be required to have a mandatory attendance policy and, as such, the language in the proposal should really be more akin to what is on page 109 of the UWUCC handbook.  This will be brought to the Department for their final consideration.  On a Sadler/Martin motion, the course received provisional approval.

         Both of these courses were discussed at the same time.  The UWUCC was not sure why the name change was being suggested but, if the new name is going to be approved, it would make sense to have a letter of support from the Journalism Department.  Dr. Sechrist will follow up with the proposer  to determine if she wants to continue with this name change or consider something different since it may raise concerns with other departments.  In addition, since the inclusion of electronic print media appears to be reasonably new and may not be in the original official course proposal, the Department will be asked to consider a course revision rather than just a catalog description change.

The UWUCC discussed the status of various proposals on the docket and each screening committee was urged to follow up with the respective departments to make sure appropriate action is taking place.
