1. On the Syllabus of Record Format (p. 24), the reference to “Course Objectives” will be changed to “Course Objectives as Expected Student Outcomes” (e.g., p. 24).  In addition,

      in the sample syllabi on p. 98, add Course Objectives as Outcomes.

2. In the section on approval of distance education courses (p. 18), where the course already exists, the handbook will be updated to include the following list after 4.  Course proposal for review must consist of the following:

a.  Syllabus of record with the official catalog description and prerequisites listed.

b.  Written statements to addresss CBA criteria #1 - #4

c.   Syllabus for distance education version of the course that shows how the objectives of

        the course can be fulfilled.  Please note that some students may live several hundred

        miles from main campus and must be accommodated.

d.  Sample lesson/module

3. On page 8 of the handbook place an * in the title after the word “Prefix” and provide the information from the Registrar titled “Changing Prefix Codes for Departments and for Subjects.”  On page 9 change the fourth box to read UWUCC Approval  replacing Inform UWUCC of Change since this more accurately reflects current practice and it will solve the need for approval of any future prefix changes by the UWUCC.

4. On page 141, incorporate the revised Bloom’s Taxonomy.
