03-15a  Honors Tracks, College of Humanities and Social Sciences (Anthropology, Economics, English, French, Philosophy, Religious Studies, Spanish) (Proposals distributed last week)


03-15b CHSS 489 Honors Colloquium, new course (proposal distributed last week)


Dr. Yaw Asamoah, Dean of the College and Dr. Veronica Watson, Dean’s Associate in the College were present to answer questions concerning the programs in 03 – 15a as well as the new course in 03 – 15b.  After deliberations with the committee, the following corrections/changes will be made:  The French program language will be clarified regarding literature courses over the 301 course number; the entry for English 483 will be edited to include 0-6 credits in both places rather than 3-6 credits.  Language will be added to accurately reflect that HNRC 499 serves as a replacement for LBST 499 and that it is not being double-counted.  The current Undergraduate Catalog has an entry in the Political Science section that will be used as the model for how to present this clarification.  


CHSS 489 will need to have the following corrections/edits:  Language concerning an attendance policy will need to be added; an entry for a culminating activity will need to be added to the syllabus; and objectives will need to be edited to be student outcome based and follow the standard format.


The UWUCC recommended that the Director of Liberal Studies work with the Provost to insure that there is coordination in the offering of LBST 499 and HNRC 499 so that adequate coverage is available.  


The programs and the Synthesis Course were given provisional approval on a Martin/Orife motion.
