V.        03 - 5a    Minor in Pan African Studies, program revision


03 - 5b   PNAF 493 Internship, new course

A couple of minor corrections were identified:  In course objective #2, remove the phrase “instructor approved.”

In the Program revision document Pt. 4 is not the same as the course description of the course proposal.

Need to clarify that in the pre-requisite, 9 hours refers to 9 hours within the minor.  

Sechrist will talk to the proposer for clarification.  No action was taken at today’s meeting regarding approval of the program revision or the course.

VI.       After clarification and discussion with the Sociology chair the following 

            action took place:

            03 – 38 e,f  SOC 460, 461 Social Research Methods I and II 

             The two new courses were approved on a Sadler/Martin motion

03 – 38 d    The course deletion of SOC 380 had already been approved earlier

                   It was just clarified that its deletion will go in effect in Fall 2005.

03 – 38 a,b,c  BA in Sociology/General Sociology Track; Human Services Track and Applied Social Research Track--the three tracks revisions were approved on a Peterson/Scandrett motion.

VII.     03 – 39 b-h  EDEX 416, 417, 418, 419, 425, 435, and 440 

            The revisions we had recommended appear to have been made.  A

            few minor editorial changes need to be made in some of the course prefixes

            within the prerequisite sections.  In addition, in 39h Objective G needs a verb; in

            39f, objective 6 needs a verb; in 39h the credits need to be changed from 2 to 1. 

            Additionally, the attendance policy needs to be included.  Provisional approval

            given on a Numan/Orife motion.

VIII. 03 – 39 a  BS in Education—Education of Exceptional Persons, program revision

 

In the side-by-side there were some minor editorial changes (e.g., capitalizing the “T” in COET).  In the statement, “an approved math course may substitute…” there is a need for a footnote clarifying who does the approval.  The program revision passed on a Sadler/Orife motion.

IX. 03 – 48 LBST 499  The Battle for Perfection, distance education, Susan Dahlheimer.   On the cover sheet “LBST” is missing from the course number.  Need to change semester hours to credit hours.  The distance education delivery system was approved on a Martin/Soule motion.

X. 03 – 49  Nursing courses, prerequisite and co-requisite changes

Many questions were asked regarding the proposal. Most of these questions related to the clarity of what was proposed and not to the substance of what was being proposed.  It was decided to table these revisions and invite a representative to the next UWUCC meeting for clarification.

XI. 03-50a  BS in Applied Physics/Nanomanufacturing Technology Track

03 – 50b – g  Nantotechnology courses

Conditional approval was granted on a Hoffsommer/Orife motion.  Numan abstained. The changes that need to be made include: removal  of the footnote on P. 4 of the program proposal.  The individual course proposals need to be checked for editorial changes to insure that verbs are used appropriately.  The catalog description should be changed from “hands on experiences” to “experiential learning.”
