I.       Call to Order:  3:15 PM

II. Approval of Minutes:

The minutes of September 28, 2004 were approved on a Martin/Scandrett motion with the following changes: 1.   In the Co-chairs report change “final exam” (in two places) to “culminating activity” 2.  Remove the word “the” in front of “Dr. Roberta Eddy” in the co-chairs report, paragraph 3.
III.     Co-Chairs Report
Screening Committee 2 had an inquiry about the Chemistry BA they are screening.  The department is proposing an optional minor to accommodate the Pre-med program based on earlier input from the UWUCC regarding 120 credit limitations.  The UWUCC reaffirmed that OPTIONAL minors can extend beyond the 120 credit hour limit.
Sechrist shared the draft form created by the Office of the Chancellor to seek pre-approval to continue developing a new program.  This is an expansion of the current format used by the System Office.  Suggestions were made for improving the form and Provost Staszkiewicz will communicate those recommendations to the System Office.
There was extensive discussion over an email Sechrist received regarding the need for peer approval in cases where the NCATE outcomes assessment project involves deviation from a syllabus of record.  There are many courses on campus for which no syllabus of record exists.  In other cases, the syllabus of record may now be outdated.  In cases where a syllabus of record exists and the department chooses to modify it significantly, peer review is expected.  The discussion regarding this topic brought to question the entire issue of what minimum items should be in the syllabus of record.  The UWUCC believes that the Graduate Committee is probably faced with similar questions and suggested to Sechrist that a small committee (e.g., two from UWUCC and two from the Graduate Committee) be formed to address the issue and report back to our respective committees.  Then at a future date this would be taken to Senate.
Then all departments would be given a period of time (such as 12 months) to provide a syllabus of record each of their courses.  These then would be put into a database that faculty, students, and outside agencies could access.

The following questions/concerns were raised:  The course description and objectives for the distance education course do not match the syllabus of record, which was approved in Fall 2002;  the course attendance policy  for the distance education course is unclear; why are meeting dates and course location data provided for the distance education course?;  no sample module was attached. Clarify better which syllabus is the distance education version.  There are numerous typos.  Is it going to be possible for students to take a proctored exam elsewhere besides at IUP?  Students should be informed upfront that exams need to be taken on campus.

Questions were raised regarding the mismatch of the catalog description in the catalog and the one in the proposal.  No module was attached.  There were items in the distance education version of the 
syllabus that don’t pertain to online such as in class quizzes and homework.  Where tests will be taken is not clear.

The following questions/concerns were raised:  The two syllabi submitted with the proposal are the same so it was unclear how the distance education course differs from what is currently done.  There was concern that students have access to the specific television programs referred to in the syllabus and how would that be accomplished.  revision.  On page 4 the CBC report is Rick Hansen while in the module it is Erik.  There was concern raised about how long such a program might remain on the CBC website.
