VII. 04-16 Chemistry Pre-Medical Minor
The minor was approved, with a change in the implementation date, on a Craig/Peterson motion.
VIII.     04 -24 JRNL 455 High School Journalism, Distance Education
The proposal is being returned to the department to correct the following:  course description does not match the syllabus of record/catalog; course objectives do not match the syllabus of record; and  the total number of weeks should be 14 plus the finals week rather than 13.  It was also recommended that the proposer use clock hours (42 plus final) rather than “weeks” to make the syllabus adaptable for summer school.  Is the sample lecture what you will be delivering on the tapes or are these notes that will be available on WebCT. 
IX.        04-25 PLSC 250 Public Policy, Distance Education
The proposal is being returned to the department because there was no syllabus of record against which the distance education version could be compared.
X.         04-3  BIOL 490 Field Studies in Biology, new course

            The committee decided to request a sample syllabus of a field course that could (or in this case has

            been offered).  No action was taken pending review of the sample syllabus.
XI.       04-6  BIOL 405  Biology of the Cell, new course

The course schedule needs to include the final exam.  Objectives should be student-centered,  measurable, and they appear to be below those expected in a 400-level course.  The class hours, lab hours, credits order need to be corrected.  Remove references to 505.  Start catalog description with the word Introduces.  No action was taken pending revision.
