On a Martin/Craig motion, the February 14, 2006 minutes were approved as submitted.
III.
Co-Chair’s Report

Sechrist reported that Dr. JB Smith was going to come to the meeting to respond to UWUCC questions regarding the course revision of HPED 442.  
Sechrist reported that the Journalism Department still has some objections to the COMM 410 course.  Sechrist read an email exchange between the two departments.  The UWUCC believes that the demands of the Journalism Department are out of line and voted to keep the proposal on the Senate agenda.
Sechrist reported on the position of the Rules Committee with regard to what has been known as the “Syllabus Amnesty” program.  The UWUCC continues to believe that the approach is not a policy change, but a procedural change and that it is not unlike other expedited procedural changes utilized by the UWGC in implementing the new course numbering system and by the UWUCC in the 124 to 120 conversion.  While this position was made clear to the Rules Committee, their determination is that formal Senate approval is needed for curricular procedural changes.  The UWUCC discussed the possible negative effect of such a ruling on all Senate committees because, according to the Rules Committee, all procedures approved by committees will require Senate approval.

VI. Election of Secretary:  The new Provost, Dr. Cheryl Samuels, will be joining IUP on March 1 so this was the final meeting for Provost Staszkiewicz.  Since Staszkiewicz has served as secretary, the UWUCC held an election for a new secretary.  Bob Kostelnik was unanimously elected, effective at the next meeting.

VII. 05-16 HPED 442 Senior Seminar: Professional Development in Health Physical Education and Sport, course revision, title and catalog description change (was Seminar in Health, Physical Education and Recreation I)
JB Smith joined the committee to discuss the concerns identified earlier.  The primary concern stemmed from a need to better explain why the proposal was a course revision rather than a new course.  The UWUCC’s initial reaction was that the proposed revision included sufficient change concerning the research component of the course. Dr. Smith will meet with Bob Kostelnik to address UWUCC concerns.
VIII. 05-42a PSYC 320 Personality, distance education (B. Goodwin)

The proposal was approved on a Sadler/Kostelnik motion.

IX. 05-42b PSYC 321 Abnormal Psychology, distance education (K. Husenits)

There was confusion about the objectives.  There appear to be two different sets of objectives 1) those labeled a, b, c under step one [3 objectives] and 2)  on the page that begins COURSE INFORMATION there are two objectives with subpoints.  The proposal was given conditional approval on a Sadler/Martin motion, pending confirmation that the objectives identified in the proposal are the same as those of the course syllabus of record.

X. 05-4a MGMT 471 Organizational Launch and New Venture Development, new course
05-4b MGMT 472 Organizational Entrepreneurship, new course
There were a few editorial changes (e.g., eliminate the double hyphen in the catalog description for MGMT 471 and add the date for the textbook) (Remove the first two introductory sentences of the catalog description for MGMT 472).   The UWUCC was not sure how the two courses are to be related. They do not appear to be sequential courses, yet they have three common objectives.  More importantly, it appears that the proposers have mixed up the two courses in the proposals and references to MGMT 471 content are in MGMT 472 as well as the other way around.  The proposals need to be revised before they can be acted upon.
XI. 05-44 LBST 499 Interactive Products and Usability, distance education (R. Shumba)

A few minor editorial changes were recommended.  The proposal was approved on a Craig/Kabala motion.
