VI. 05-35   SOC 493 Internship in Sociology, catalog description change

The proposal was accepted for information on a Craig/Scandrett motion with three  minor editorial changes that need to be corrected for the final record.  In the proposed course description.  1) In each place it occurs, change “… grade of “C” or better, for the following courses…” to “…grade of “C” or better, in the following courses… “
            2) The correct title of the General Track should be General Sociology Track
            3) The correct title for the Disabilities Track should be Sociology of Disability Services

VII. 05-26 PSYC 388 Forensic Psychology, new course
The UWUCC complimented the author for a well-written proposal.  It was approved on a Barnacle/Sadler motion.
VIII. 05-36  LIBR 251 Information Access in the Digital Age, distance education (P Diaz)
The following issues were identified for this proposal:
i. The catalog description for the online course is missing

ii. Editorial correction needed in pre-requisite section on syllabus of record
iii. Faculty member needs to be sure she understands the difficulty of bringing all online students together in a synchronous way as proposed

iv. The final research paper seems more like an annotated bibliography than a research paper

v. There are still some references in the online version to “in class”

vi. The UWUCC had some questions about how points toward final score would be allocated for some of the activities (#2 on first page)

vii. While not required, the instructor might want to look at test proctors to help insure security and academic integrity.

The proposal was passed on a Sadler/Craig motion with the condition that the faculty member be made aware of these issues.
