II. On a Hannibal/McCombie motion the Minutes from January 23, 2007 Curriculum Committee Meeting were approved as amended.

III. Co-Chairs Report 

The committee was asked to consider whether a proposal with cross listing could be submitted as one proposal.  The committee decided that this would be fine.

The issue of hours on syllabus of record because of the change from 60 to 50 and 90 to 75 was discussed and will be returned to at a later meeting.

The co-chair received emails from Joe Domaracki and Dean Rafoth that clarified that INTASC Standards do not need to be listed separately on syllabi as long as the disciplinary standards are listed, since disciplinary standards have been aligned to match INTASC standards.  This was in regards to the EDSP 102 and 477 syllabus of record amnesty proposals.  These proposals have not yet been reviewed by TECC. 

The committee was reminded of the upcoming Feb. 26 deadline for distance education proposals for summer or fall; the Associate Provost was asked to send a reminder to chairs.   

Associate Provost Nicholas Kolb reported that the BS degree in Consumer Affairs has been terminated.  It was placed in moratorium June 2003 and currently no students are enrolled. After this action has been reported to the Senate, he will inform the Council of Trustees and the Chancellor.
