Sechrist introduced Interim Provost, David Werner, to the Committee.

At the last Senate Library & Educational Services Committee (LESC) meeting, they discussed the recent Senate conversations about Distance Education policies (or lack there of).  The committee is willing to help the UWUCC and Graduate Committee with the development and implementation of the new distance education policy.

C. 07-25 PHIL 110 Reasoning and the Law, new course.  Sadler met with Rives about the course and discussed course objectives, exams and adding class participation. On a Scandrett/Peterson motion, proposal was approved.
D. 07-30b RGPL 453 Planning Design I, course number change (was RGPL 353). Department is moving towards getting the planning program accredited. It is planned that this course eventually will be dual listed. Upon a Sadler/Hannibal motion, proposal was approved with the following revision: Item 3, line 3, correct typo “arte” to “are”. Sechrist abstained.
E. 07-30a Bachelor of Science Regional Planning/Environmental Planner Track, program revision.  On a Sadler/Hannibal motion, proposal was provisionally approved pending Liberal Studies review of Mathematics change and the following revisions: Math 217 should be MATH and remove “recommended”; add 3cr to Urban Geography course, shift the position of Biogeography on the Track list; minor typographical errors line four of #3; periodic assessment should address body that will assess.  Department will also secure a letter from the Math Department. Sechrist abstained.

F. 07-30c Bachelor of Science Regional Planning/GIS & Land Use Planning Track, program title change and program revision. On a Sadler/Hannibal motion, proposal was provisionally approved pending Liberal Studies review of Mathematics change and the following revisions: make the title of the track consistent throughout the proposal, minor typographical errors line four of #2, and periodic assessment should address body that will assess.  Department will also secure a letter from the Math Department.  Sechrist abstained.

G. 07-30d Bachelor of Science Regional Planning/Economic Developer and Bachelor of Science Regional Planning/Town Manager, track deletions and catalog description change. Accrediting consultant recommended reducing tracks from 4 to 2. Students will be given option of finishing in existing track or switch to one of the other tracks. On a Sadler/Hannibal motion, deletions were provisionally approved. The following revisions are needed: one typo on line 4 # 3 and fill in the name of the second university (Temple), plus add the accrediting body’s name to the assessment paragraph. Sechrist abstained.
H. 07-31 Deaf Education, catalog description, program title change, program revision. Proposal was tabled until proposer submits the following revisions/information: Add rationale for change in title, catalog description, and change from K-12 in current program to N-12. Sadler asked if change from K-12 to N-12 requires additional content or courses.
I. 07-32 Bachelor of Science in Education – K-12 Spanish Education, catalog description change, program title change, program revision. On a Hannibal/Pearlman motion, proposal was approved. 
J. 07-33c MKTG 433 Advertising, course revision. Proposal was tabled; Committee requests that a member of the screening committee meet with the proposer to clarify how the Advertising Plan will be assessed and how Evaluation Methods relate to the course objectives. 
K. 07-34 NURS 340 Nursing Pharmacology, new course.  On a Peterson/Potts motion, proposal is approved. Sadler abstained.
