R. Delivery of Undergraduate Programs Via Distance Education Technology, Draft
a. Reviewed changes from last meeting.
b. Pearlman asked how policy will affect programs that meet 50% rule but whose courses have been previously approved prior to enactment of the policy.  These programs will have to submit a proposal once the policy is approved. 
c. Scandrett raised issue of last 30 credits “in residence” catalog language applied to distance education programs. Sechrist has brought that issue up with Cathy Dugan of the Academic Committee.  
d. Samuels believes policy’s intent should govern offering of programs to students who are not in residence. Examination of program would need to be comprehensive. Student support services (advising, financial aid, etc.) need oversight for distance education programs. Suggests adding language in terms of intent to offer program to students not in residence.
e. O’Brien asked for clarification of non-residents.  Samuels; it’s an issue of location, not instate vs. out of state tuition.

f. Stoudt suggests adding additional language at end regarding other issues if a program’s intent is to move to 100% online program.
g. Policy draft will be presented by Sechrist to Representative Council on Thursday.
