c. 07-9 EDSP 102 Educational Psychology, Distance Education.  On a Scandrett/Peterson motion, proposal was approved with minor corrections.
d. 07-12 EDSP 477 Assessment of Student Learning, Distance Education.  On a Peterson/Stoudt motion, proposal was approved with typo corrections suggested.

e. Delivery of Programs via Distance Education Technology Policy.  
APSCUF Rep Council members did not have any suggested responses to our question of what percentage would be best in Section B.  
“Policy”, second sentence, discussed changing language to “A proposal must be submitted to the UWUCC when 60% or more of the major requirements (excluding liberal studies) are available through distance education technologies. If a class is offered in the classroom and through distance education, it is considered distance education for purposes of this policy.” 
Section B, delete sentence #3.  B.3(a). Move the following language, “list of classes using each method, including the proportion of tenure-track faculty involved, and compliance with the CBA” to B.3(c) and change “list of classes” to “List all classes.”  Sadler suggested adding a sample table of required information (list of classes, how many sections, semesters offered, etc.).  Discussed issue of residency requirements.  B.4(a).  Change to “Demand – Address demand for distance education technologies”
