The course descriptions on the syllabi do not match the catalog; the prerequisites on both syllabi do not match the catalog; semester hours add up to 43 rather than 42 on the SOR and there are 47 hours on the online syllabus.  There is some mis-lettering on page 2 of the SOR and the evaluation methods do not add up to 100%
